TENNIS SHOES OR ENCLOSED FLAT SHOES WORN WITH SOCKS AT ALL TIMES. NO SANDALS OR OPEN-TOED SHOES. (Too dangerous during
physical education and dance activities)

NO DENIM, BLUE JEANS OR DENIM-TYPE PANTS OR SHORTS
NO COLLARLESS SHIRTS

Belts are optional. If worn, only brown or black leather (plain or braided) are acceptable. No belts with logos on buckles or belts hanging 6 inches
past the buckle are allowed. No items attached to or hanging from belts or belt loops will be permitted.

All SHOE STRINGS MUST BE WHITE OR MATCH THE SHOE COLOR. NO MIXING OF COLORED SHOELACES OF ANY KIND
SHIRTS MUST BE TUCKED IN AT ALL TIMES.
A “Reminder” note will be sent home when a student is out of uniform compliance.
